 reading of the proposed budget for FY 2015-2016 

for Tuesday June 16, 2015 at 5:30 pm.  The motion was passed unanimously.   

 

A motion was made by Commissioner Poole and seconded by Commissioner Robinette to 

approve the contract from Martin Starnes & Assoc. to perform the 2014-15 fiscal year audit and 

2015 AFIR report.  The motion was passed unanimously.    

 

A motion was made by Commissioner Lerner and seconded by Commissioner Robinette to 

schedule a public hearing on Tuesday June 2, 2015 at 5:30 to hear citizen input on the possibility 

of the Town Council exchanging public property.  The motion was passed unanimously.   

 

A motion was made by Commissioner Elliott and seconded by Commissioner Robinette to set a 

public hearing on Tuesday June 2, 2105 at 5:30 to hear citizen input on the possible purchase of 

additional cemetery property located on 1
st
